One desire some of us had for her is that she experience restoration of what had been lost 
over the years in the measure of true joy.  In some ways that was witnessed with success 
in raising two Godly daughters while she was a widow and single mom.  She had 
independence to live on her own and drive at her elderly age and the ability to continue 
teaching by her example past her professional career.  Shortly before her death, she 
overcame fears concerning her health and travel, and flew for the first time to Florida for 
a memorable visit with her girls.

But my first thought, when informed of her home going, was, "She's laughing now!"  Oh 
yes, I saw her smile often and occasionally she released a raspy chuckle, but now that 
river of life is flowing freely from her.  Isaiah 9:1-7, personally paraphrased, describes 
how I see her now.  "Nevertheless, there will be no more gloom for Josephine who was in 
distress.  In the past the Lord humbled her, but now and in the future He will honor her.  
Josephine, who once walked in darkness, has seen a great light; on her a light has dawned 
in the shadow of death.  The Lord has enlarged her and increased her joy; she is rejoicing 
before the Lord as people rejoice at harvest and when dividing the plunder.  Her enemy 
has been defeated; the yoke that burdened her, the bar across her shoulders, and the rod of 
her oppressor have been shattered.
